They provided an overview of dyslexia services covered
in general educa on through the newly adopted literacy curriculum and through RTI, Response to
Interven on, the MTSS ered levels of support o ered by general educa on teachers and

interven onists. The SEAC group was tasked with iden fying gaps in service and o ering feedback on
how Integrated Services can support students with reading disabili es as they move to special educa on
support. The following reflects the thoughts of the SEAC group:

e Ensure that every sta member who works with students during reading instruc on; including
preschool, K-12 general and special educators, and para educators, have the Science of Reading
training and the skills to teach with fidelity to ensure the greatest growth of students. Con nue
the training every year to support rich and e cient use of the Science of Reading by sta .
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e Closely examine/monitor the service delivery system of the general educa on curriculum. When
is it happening? How is it scheduled? How do we ensure that 180 minutes of core reading
instruc on is occurring in every classroom to all students including Integrated Services, English
Language Learners -Animal Bond in Colorado), to enrich and
expand the interven ons in schools.
e Recognize the presence of dyslexia alongside other diagnoses (i.e. dyslexia and down syndrome,

dyslexia and ADHD, etc.)
e Con nue to support State Teacher Requirements by o ering trainings in-district at a reasonable
cost.
